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HOMEWORK 
As in any mathematics class, practice and reinforcement of topics introduced in class is essential.  For this reason, homework will be assigned almost DAILY and will be discussed during the next day’s class.  The current day’s assignment will be posted daily as a reminder.
STAMP SHEETS.  Homework Assignments will be checked daily for completion.  Each homework assignment will receive a 4, 2, or 0 point stamp.  Four points will be given if the assignment is complete and turned in on time, two points will be given if the assignment is complete but late, and zero points will be received if the assignment is not completed prior to the chapter test.  The daily assignment points will be recorded on the stamp sheet that will be turned in on the day of the chapter test. 
HOMEWORK QUIZZES.  Homework quizzes will be used to check to see if students are correcting their daily assignments.  You can expect each homework quiz to consist of four questions taken directly from the daily assignments.  Students will be asked to just copy their answers from their binders.  No books may be used during the homework quiz.  2 points will be awarded for problems with correct answers that have showed all the work involved in the problem.  
ASSESSMENTS 
QUIZZES.  Quizzes will be given at intervals throughout the chapters.  Either one or two per chapter. 
CHAPTER TESTS.  Chapter Tests will be given at the end of each chapter.  They are worth 100 points each.    
PARTICIPATION 
[image: image3.wmf]D.A.R.E.S. Daily Algebra/Assignment Review Exercise Set will be a warm-up activity that will be given on most days at the very beginning of class.  The D.A.R.E.S. count 2 points a day as part of the student’s homework/participation grade.  The students will not be allowed to do the D.A.R.E.S assignment if they are tardy to class.  The D.A.R.E.S. assignment will usually either review the previous day’s assignment or be a precursor to the new lesson for the day. 
BINDER.  You will be required to keep a three ring binder for this class.  The binder will be organized into four main sections.

Binders will be collected at the end of each chapter on the day of the chapter test.  The binders will be checked for organization and neatness as well as completeness of the daily lesson notes.  Points will be deducted for missing and incomplete notes.  The binder check will be worth 10 points per chapter.
CLASS ACTIVITIES.  Any activities that are done in class and collected for points will be included in the homework/participation grade.  If students are absent they will not be able to make up these activities.

MAKE-UP WORK.  It is the responsibility of the student to initiate all make-up work.  Any missing assignments must be turned in prior to the chapter test. Each chapter there will be an extra credit problem found on the back of the current stamp sheet.  It will be worth 5 bonus points on the test.  All work required to answer the questions must be included.  No other extra credit will ever be given!

Persons caught cheating on homework or assessments will receive an automatic ZERO; there will be no make-ups or second chances.
